Sardinia is famous for its turquoise and 
transparent sea, something that make it look like a pool under 
the midday sun... but now was pitch black night, so I had to 
invent something. I made 50 shoots, trying different 
exposures, from 4 minutes to 20 seconds, playing with the 
waves. In the end I stacked all my shoots, obtaining a plate of 
completely flat and transparent sea, on which I merged, 
shorter exposures selecting the more “sexy” foam from each 
pic. I’m not a seascape guy, but I really like the result of this 
shot… also, the sky it come out incredible!”

“I spent a full afternoon going around this petrified island in 
Botswana, searching around for all the possible subjects I 
could get.
